· Please submit your bids on the Bid Form, using the steps given below.

NB – bids not complying with these steps will be reduced to the nearest ‘proper’ bid. However, in the event of a bid being received which is less than the reserve price, the bid will be raised to the reserve price.

· ‘Buy’ bids will NOT be accepted. A maximum figure MUST always be stated.

· Bids may be submitted in writing or by email.

· In the case of receiving two identical bids, the first bid received by the Auctioneer will be deemed the successful bid.

· Successful Bidders will be notified by invoice for settlement within 14 days of the invoice date, or the lot(s) returned in the same condition as despatched.

· Payment is to be made by cheque or banker’s draft in GB£. Payment by PayPal is possible if the buyer pays 5% on total costs to cover the PayPal fee.
· Postage will be added to the cost of the lot(s) for settlement by the winning bidder. 

· Lots won are despatched at the buyer’s risk. Unless instructed otherwise on the Bid Form, lots won totalling a value of below £50 will be sent standard first class mail. Lots totalling £50 and above will be sent registered. 

· Bids are treated in absolute confidence. Under no circumstances will the bidder’s details be disclosed. Winning bids will be stated after the auction has closed.

· Photocopies of lots are available on advance receipt of £0.10 per copy plus a Stamped Addressed Envelope. (Please note that the quality of the copies cannot be guaranteed as much of the older material does not copy well). The timing of the return of photocopies will depend upon the Auctioneer’s work commitment. Scans can be sent by email without charge.
· The Auctioneer may refuse to accept any person’s bids without giving reason, after such action is sanctioned by the Committee of the YSG.

Guidance Notes for Vendors:

· A charge of 10% commission on the hammer price will be deducted to benefit YSG funds.

· Lots must have a £1 minimum reserve price.

· Each lot submitted should be accompanied by:

1. A brief description of the item which can be used in the auction listing (the auctioneer is not an expert, so please do not expect him to come up with accurate descriptions that will do justice to your material).

2. Your reserve price. If a reserve price is not stated, it will be presumed to be the £1 minimum.

· Unsold lots being returned will be despatched at the vendor’s risk. Unless instructed otherwise, lots returned unsold with reserves totalling a value of below £50 will be sent standard first class mail. Lots returned unsold with reserves totalling £50 and above will be sent registered.

· The Auctioneer reserves the right to refuse or withdraw any material submitted at any stage prior to the passing of the auction deadline.

· Payment will be made by YSG cheque in GB£ after clearance of funds received from the winning bidder.
